Position Description: Seeds of Success Volunteer Site AmeriCorps Member. Please Note: This AmeriCorps 450-hour position is a part-time, 5 month volunteer experience, starting April 1st. 450 hours of work is the minimum amount of work required for fulfilling the terms of this position. The Americorps member will be stipended $4,000 by Community Action Duluth. 

Upon successful completion of their term of service, members will be eligible for the Segal AmeriCorps Education Award (approximately $1,400 for 450-hour members). In addition to their responsibilities to CAD, the AmeriCorps member will receive training (typically in the form of monthly meetings) from and be responsible for reporting to the local LISC office.

Position Description: Community Action Duluth works to build assets that prevent poverty, create equality and strengthen the social fabric. Seeds of Success has three basic activities: the provision of transitional employment, healthy food access, and neighborhood green space. Starting with the 2012 season, Seeds of Success will operate some of its gardens specifically for the purpose of engaging neighborhood volunteers. The volunteer coordinator’s chief responsibility will be overseeing this activity. Depending on program needs, they will also support the work of other Seeds activities, including produce sales and distribution. 

Duties May Include:

· In coordination with the Outreach Coordinator, reaching out to neighbors of Seeds of Success volunteer gardens through canvassing and media work
· Supervising these neighbors in gardening and providing basic instruction in vegetable cultivation and use
· On occasion, working with the Seeds transitional employment crew or on the Neighborhood Produce sales project
